Having explored Rand’s Anthem, Bly’s Dream of Retarded Children, and Whitman’s Song of Myself, I’d like you to “celebrate” yourself.  And then, of course, I’d like you to analyze the benefits and drawbacks of celebrating oneself in the context of these three works.
Here’s what you need to do…
√Take a photo of yourself and place it on a page.  Then combine it with an original poem conveying something about yourself or your vision of the world.  You may put this in any format you wish, but you should consider the form of the poem as being representative of your struggle for identity, your struggle against oppressive forces, your sense of freedom, or your sense of how you fit in the universe.
√Write a 1- page rationale in which you explain HOW & WHY you created the work you did.  This should include commentary on the visual elements as well as the language, of course.  Consider theme and tone and how these are supported by specific poetic elements in the poem.
√Write a 1-2 page analysis in which you draw upon the texts listed above and discuss the benefits and drawbacks of celebrating oneself.  Use specific text references, of course, to support your perspective and interpretations.
