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While reading itself is typically a solitary activity, one of the most celebrated aspects of literature is its ability to connect people. In an effort to find such connections, we will share our independent reading selections (along with some good food) later this term. Through sharing, we will discover new authors, new literature, and new insights into our fellow readers as they disclose their own encounters with various texts.

 The sharing involves exhibiting one of your books in some creative way, including…

· An oral interpretation of a “Powerful Passage” from your book (could include a creative reading, reciting from memory, props & costume)

· Sharing a song with thematic connections & explanation

· Creating a video, dance, poem, song or work of visual art inspired by your book 

· Creating a radio/TV/ newspaper interview with your book’s author or main character(s) 

· Creating a scenario in which someone has tried to ban your book from the school library & writing a speech in defense of the book or in favor of the ban

· Developing a panel discussion with 3 or more students in which participants discuss the same book or books with similar themes

· Create a TV commercial to sell your book

· Create a skit in which you attempt to sell your book door-to-door

· Create a skit with different characters from different books conversing about some interesting topic

· Design a cover and inside picture and write an alternate ending for your book

· Cast a movie for your book

· Any other creative exhibition approved by me
*** For each exhibition, you must submit a 1- page explanation laying out your thinking. Your written work will be evaluated based on your analysis, support, thoroughness and clarity of writing. (50 points)

*** Your exhibition will be evaluated based on the depth of content, clarity, communication & creativity. (50 points)
